POST-PROM: The Post-Prom is sponsored by the Diman Parent Advisory Council (PAC) for ALL

prom begins at 12 midnight and lasts until 5am May 29th into May 30th 2009 A contact form will 
be needed from each DIMAN student attending the Post-Prom to call a parent/guardian to indicate 
the student has arrived or is requesting to leave BEFORE 5am. This is NOT a permission form, it is 
a CONTACT form. 
 
REHEARSAL: Seniors are to assemble on the bleachers by 10:30am on Tuesday, June 2nd . 
Procedures will be rehearsed for Class Night and Graduation. All Seniors will receive their Cap & 
Gown, their Class Night and Graduation Tickets (souvenirs) and Medical Records. It should 
conclude at about 12 noon.
